Supply List

*  Your sewing machine, cleaned, lubricated, and in good working order (If utilizing one of our machines,
you will need a Husqgvarna Viking type 7 bobbin.)

* Sewing Machine Accessories Including Foot Control, Power Cord, Standard Foot, Cording/Zipper Foot

* Thread Trimming Scissors (Gingher G4 Embroidery Scissors or Equivalent)
* 45 mmor 60 mm Rotary Cutter and Rotary Cutting Mat, At Least 16" x 24”
* ©6.5"x24.5” Creative Grid Ruler
* Clover Long Handle Seam Ripper and Collins Point Turner
* Klassé Sharp Size 70 Sewing Machine Needles
* Clover Long Handle Seam Ripper and Clover Chaco Liner or Equivalent
* Quilter’s Choice or Roxanne’s Basting Glue
* Mettler 50 Weight Cotton Thread to Match
* Fabric: Dependent upon what you choose to make you'll need the following:
1 Napkin:
* One 217 square of fabric.
1 Placemat:
* One 16" x 22 2" rectangle of fabric for the background and wrap-around miter
* One 15”x 21” rectangle of fabric for the insert
* One 15”x 21" rectangle of Quilter’s Dream Request weight polyester batting

NOTE: When purchasing fabric for napkins, In order to get the best economy, | divide the width of the
fabric by 2 or by 3 to determine the total length needed to accommodate my needs. In my world, 45”
wide fabric will net 3 napkins approximately 127 finished, or 2 napkins approximately 19” finished
(allowing for trimming of selvage waste.) If | want 12" finished napkins, I'll need 1/2 yard for every 3
napkins. If lwant 197 finished napkins, I'll need 2/3 yard for every 2 napkins. Don’t forget to allow for
shrinkage. It is best to PREWASH your fabric and PRESS it prior to making your napkins. For sample
purposes, don’t worry about this for class.
